If this
form is not completed your children will remain at the school until you are able to pick
them up.

e Cloud Consent:

This consent allows your child to use a chromebook/ipad to access the internet and
various applications. Please see the form for more information.

e Student Information Consent:

This form contains various other permissions. Most importantly photo permissions and
walking field trip. Please contact the school office if you have any questions or
concerns.
